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Rules of The Royal Colombo Golf Club
With effect from 7th July 2016

These rules supersede all previous rules published

The objectives of the Royal Colombo Golf Club shall be

1. To be the premier golf club in Sri Lanka providing golfing facilities that
meet international standards;

2. To promote, foster and administer the game of golf in accordance with
the rules as set out by the R&A;

3. To arrange golf matches and competitions for its members, inter club
matches in Sri Lanka and overseas and other golfing events;

4. To ensure appropriate sponsorship for golf activities in keeping with
its Royal Charter, ensuring recognition as a prestigious Royal Golf
Club;

5. To facilitate hosting of international golf tournaments if and when
considered appropriate;

6. To provide the required facilities conducive to foster champion golfers;

7. To manage the activities of the club to the best advantage of its
members;

8. To function as a non-profit making organization where all surplus of
income over expenditure is re-invested in the Club towards achieving
its objectives.

Any change to the above objectives shall require a two thirds majority of the voting
members present at a General Meeting



VALUED TRADITIONS

Matters pertaining to the Membership, Administration and other important aspects
of the Royal Colombo Golf Club (RCGC) are governed by the Rules and Bye-Laws of
the RCGC. In addition to the RCGC Rules and Bye-Laws, as a Club with a rich and
proud heritage and tradition, there are several Valued Traditions of the RCGC. All
members of every category are expected to respect and honour these Valued Tradi-
tions. This will ensure the uninterrupted legacy of excellence of the RCGC.
Although Traditions may change from time to time, the main Valued Traditions of
the RCGC for purposes of information to Members and prospective Members are:

1 Becoming a member of the RCGC.

1.1 Any person of good standing in the community is eligible to become a
member of the RCGC provided he/she is Proposed and Seconded by an
eligible Member, as more fully set forth in the RCGC Rules.

1.2 The RCGC has different categories of memberships, which cater to the
requirements of different prospective members and ensures that appropriate
facilities are available for the varied needs of its members.

2 Continuing to be a member of the RCGC and enjoying its privileges.
Subsequent to being accepted as a member:

2.1 All members of the RCGC are expected to adhere and conform to the Rules
and Bye-Laws of the RCGC, whilst maintaining high moral and ethical stand-
ards of behavior within the boundaries of the course

2.2 Any complaints regarding any behavior which is thought to be contrary to the
expected standards of a member or an employee of the Club or a visitor must
be brought to the notice of the President or Captain or Head of Administra-
tion of the RCGC. Members must not take it upon themselves to devalue the
image of the RCGC through any form of public communication relating to
such incidents or by publicly admonishing such members or employees or
visitors.



2.3 Members are encouraged to mix and socialize with each other regardless of
race, colour or religion and avoid any type of inappropriate discussions or
behavior which may be taken as personally insulting by another member;

2.4 Members are urged to avoid discussions, debates or arguments on sensitive
or controversial topics. Members are encouraged to maintain civility at all
times and not harbor any ill will or grudges towards members, guests, staff or
others and

2.5 The Rules shall be applied equally to all categories of members within the
boundaries and premises of the RCGC unless specifically provided otherwise
in these Rules.

3 Providing honorary services as a Member and/or Committee Member of the
RCGC

3.1 Any Member eligible to be elected as a Committee Member in any capacity
shall do so in a strictly honorary capacity. Any professional services provided
or goods supplied to the RCGC directly or indirectly by any Committee
Member shall be carried out in a manner transparent to the entire member-
ship and with no influence whatsoever on the choice or use of such goods
and services to be purchased, before, during or after such goods or services
have been purchased or contracts awarded.

3.2 Any member in any capacity may volunteer his/her professional advice or
services free of charge or offer to donate goods or external services free of
charge but shall not be involved in any way on the decision for the RCGC to
use such goods or services.
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RULES OF THE ROYAL COLOMBO GOLF CLUB
General Provisions

(a) The Club shall be called the Royal Colombo Golf Club, hereinafter referred
to as the RCGC or the Club

(b) The affairs of the Club shall be run by a Committee, more fully described in
Rule 12.1.1 below.

Patron

The Club, through its Committee shall invite H.E. the President of the
Democraic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka to become the Patron of the Club. If
for any reason the Patron ceases to be the President of Sri Lanka, the Post of
Patron shall ipso facto become vacant. No other person shall be invited to be
a Patron of the Club without approval of the membership at a General Meet-
ing of the Club. The Patron of the RCGC shall automatically be considered
an Honorary Member as provided for in these Rules., There shall be no time
limit for such Honorary Membership as long as such person continues to
be Patron of the RCGC.

Membership of the Club

3.1 The members of the Club shall fall into the following categories:

3.2

(i) Gentlemen Members
(ii) Lady Members

(iii) Junior Members

(a) Student Members

(b) Child Member

All categories of members of the Club and/or non-members shall be bound
and obliged to follow and adhere to the Rules and Bye-laws of the Club. Any
one failing to do so may, by the order of the Committee be prohibited, from
playing on the course and/or entering the Club for such period as shall be
decided by the Committee at its sole discretion. All members and/or
non-members are also expected to respect and honour the Valued Traditions
of the Club.



3.3 All contributions to the Members Accumulated Fund, refundable security
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deposits, subscriptions, minimum quarterly charges and any other charges
made against member’s accounts shall be determined from time to time by
the members at a General Meeting and shall be displayed on the notice board
of the Club in terms of Rule 21.8 and shall be an Appendix to these rules. All
such payments may be increased by the General Committee as per limits
indicated in Schedule of Fees Appendix 3 and shall be an appendix to these
rules.

All payments and charges paid to the Club may be subject to such relevant
taxes as may be applicable at that time.

4.1 Gentlemen Members
Gentlemen Members shall fall into the categories of:

The Committee shall determine the number of new memberships for each
category of membership that may be granted/issued in any year subject to
applicable Rules of the Club.

(i) Life Members,

(ii) Full Members
(a) Full Non-Voting Members
(b) Full Voting Members,

iii) Senior Members,

iv) Honorary Members,

v) Temporary Members, and

vi) Associate Members

4.2 Life members
Life members shall fall into the categories of:

I.) Honorary Life Members: those full voting members elected at a Special
General Meeting (SGM).

Il.) Centenary Life Members: those members who were invited to become
Life Members in the Centenary Year of the Club.



4.3  Full Non-Voting Members and Full Voting Members
4.3.1. Full Non-Voting Member

With effect from 7th July 2016 any person applying to become a member of
the RCGC, shall first be elected by the Committee, as a “Full Non-Voting
Member” subject to Rule 4.4.

4.3.2 Full Voting Members:
Full Voting Members shall fall into the categories of

(i) Full Voting Members existent as at 28th February 2013;

(ii) Full Voting Members who joined from 1st March 2013 to 6th July 2016
and subject to Rule 4.11.1(d);

(iii) Any person becoming a Full Voting Member on or after 7th July 2016
subject to Rule 4.3.1.

Full Non-Voting Members and/or Full Voting Members are those persons
who have been duly elected in accordance with the procedure set out in this
Rule 4.4.

Provided that no person less than 21 years of age shall be eligible to become
a full Voting member of the Club under these Rules.

4.4 Procedure for the Application and election of such Full Non-Voting Mem-
bers and Full Voting Members:

4.4.1 Full Non-Voting Members:

4.4.1.1 A candidate for election as a Full Non-Voting Member who shall not be

less than 18 years of age at the date of application, shall be proposed

and seconded by a qualified proposer and a qualified seconder respec-

tively.

For the purpose of this Rule 4.4.1.1, a "qualified proposer" and “quali-

fied seconder” shall mean such proposer and seconder who shall have:

I. been a voting member of the Club for at least 05 years and 03 years
respectively;

1. held a RCGC golf handicap for at least 02 years and 01 year respective-
ly; and

Ill. known the candidate for at least 02 years and 01 year respectively.



Provided however any Foreign Expatriates who are unable to satisfy Rule
4.4.1.1 may make an application directly to the Head of Administration
requesting a Declaration Form and proceed as per Rule 4.4.1.3 t0 4.4.1.9.

4.4.1.2 For the purposes of these Rules "Foreign Expatriates" shall mean any
person who does not have Sri Lankan citizenship

4.4.1.3 A written application must be made to the Head of Administration by the
proposer or the Foreign Expatriate, as the case may be, requesting an
introductory declaration form (known as “the Declaration Form”). This
form seeks detailed information in respect of the candidate and should be
completed and returned with any required supporting documents to the
Head of Administration for submission to the Membership Interview
Committee, consisting of a panel of two (2) Committee members.

4.4.1.4 The Declaration form shall be reviewed and considered by the Member-
ship Interview Committee, which shall comprise a panel of two (2)
Committee Members.

4.4.1.5 The applicant shall then be called for an interview by the panel.

4.4.1.6 Their recommendation shall be submitted to the General Committee for
approval to issue an application form

4.4.1.7 Upon approval by the General Committee, the Head of Administration
shall be instructed to issue an application form together with a copy of the
Rules of the RCGC. If rejected, a candidate shall not be eligible to be
recommended for the issuance of a declaration form by a proposer for a
period of one (1) year from the date of rejection, after which he may
re-apply for membership according to Rule 4.4. Provided however that if a
candidate is rejected for a second time, he shall not be eligible to apply for
any membership thereafter.

4.4.1.8 The application form indicating the name, membership number and signa-
ture of the proposer and seconder (subject to Rule 4.4.1.1), together with
the name, nationality, rank, profession or business, private and business
address (including address of permanent residence of candidate normally
not resident in Sri Lanka) and signature of the candidate shall be clearly
entered in this form. The candidate or proposer shall return the duly
completed application form to the Head of Administration of the Club.



4.4.1.9 All application forms accepted by the Committee, received in a calendar
month shall be posted on the notice board of the Club House for a period
of at least 2 weeks in the following Month for information of the member-
ship of the Club.

4.4.1.10 On completion of the period of two weeks and subject to any comments
or objections received from the membership, the candidate shall be
balloted by the Committee at its next General Committee Meeting.

Provided however that the proposer or seconder must personally intro-
duce the candidate to the Committee prior to balloting. Failure to do so
shall result in the candidate’s name being struck off the ballot register for
the next General Committee Meeting. The proposer or seconder shall
then be called upon to personally introduce the candidate to the
Committee prior to the next General Committee meeting. Failure to do
so again will result in the application being rejected. The same candidate
may only re-apply in accordance with Rule 4.4 with a new proposer and
new seconder after a period of 3 months from the date of rejection of
his/her previous application. If the candidate is rejected once again for
any reason, he shall not be entitled to re-apply thereafter.

4.4.1.11 Ballot papers shall be issued by the Head of Administration and the
results of the ballot ascertained by two members of the Committee.
Ballot papers not returned within 7 days of issue shall be considered as
cancelled.

4.4.1.12 At least 75% of the Committee resident in Sri Lanka must vote in favour of
the candidate in order to be elected. For purposes of this section “Resi-
dent in Sri Lanka” shall mean any Committee Member who was in Sri
Lanka at the time ballot papers were issued for voting.

4.4.1.13 A candidate who is not elected owing to insufficiency of votes shall not be
eligible for further nomination for a period of one (1) year.

4.4.1.14 The Ballot shall not be affected by Rule 12.6.2.

4.4.1.15 The Head of Administration shall minute all requests rejected for issuance
of application forms and the result of all ballots.



4.4.1.16 If a rejected candidate is proposed again after the mandatory period of
one (1) year, the result of the previous ballot shall be noted. The failure
of this candidate to obtain an application form or be elected owing to
insufficiency of votes shall disqualify him from further nomination.

4.4.1.17 The Head of Administration shall minute the final requests rejected for
issuance of application forms and the final result of all ballots, as the case
may be, with specific reference to the names of candidates who shall be
disqualified from further nomination.

4.4.1.18 Upon successfully being elected in terms of Rule 4.4.1.12 every Full
Non-Voting Member shall be bound by the Rules of the RCGC and abide
by its Valued Traditions.

4.4.1.19 A candidate for election may not use the Course and/or the Club pending
ballot, unless specially authorized to do so by letter under the authority
of the Committee or under Rule 7.2, as the case may be.

4.4.1.20 Within the first 02 years of being accepted as a Full Non-Voting Member,
with effect from 07th July 2016, the Committee may, with not less than
2/3 majority in favour, terminate the Full Non-Voting Membership. If such
Full Non-Voting Member has been found guilty at a disciplinary inquiry
under Rule 9, or such Full Non-Voting Member has been convicted of a
criminal offence with a sentence of imprisonment for not less than 03
months or has been declared bankrupt or insolvent since such member
becoming a Full Non-Voting Member of RCGC;

4.4.1.21 Any person who ceases to be a Full Non-Voting Member under Rule
4.4.1.20 shall not be entitled to receive any payment made in advance to
the Club, notwithstanding any other contrary provision under these
Rules.

4.4.1.22 Contributions to the Members’ Accumulated Fund and Refundable
Deposit

(a) At the time of submitting an application form under Rule 4.4.1.8, the
applicant shall contribute in advance to the “Members’ Accumulated
Fund". As per Rule 3.3, the amount to be contributed to this fund shall
be determined by the members at a General Meeting and displayed
on the Notice Board of the Club in terms of Rule 21.8.



(b) In addition to the contribution to the Members Accumulated Fund,
the applicant shall also make a refundable deposit at the time of
submitting the application for membership under Rule 4.4.1.8. As per
Rule 3.3, the amount of the refundable deposit shall be determined
by the membership at a General Meeting and displayed on the Notice
Board of the Club in terms of Rule 21.8. The deposit shall be refunded
in the event of the applicant’s failure to be elected as a Full Non-Vot-
ing Member through ballot or in the event of the applicant withdraw-
ing the application prior to being subject to the ballot under Rule
4.4.1.10. In all other cases it shall be held as security against outstand-
ing dues.

(c) The members at a General Meeting may determine different amounts
to be payable in terms of contributions to the Members Accumulated
Fund and/or the refundable deposit as set out above depending on
the citizenship/residency of the applicant.

(d) The amounts payable to the “Members’ Accumulated Fund” and the
“Refundable Deposit” shall be made by cash or cheque.

(e) In the event of an applicant for Full Non-Voting Membership
withdrawing the application after paying the contribution to the
Members’ Accumulated Fund, this amount will be refunded after
deducting any costs that the Club incurs and the calculation of such
charge shall be determined from time to time by the General Commit-
tee. The contribution to the Members’ Accumulated Fund is not
refundable for any reason whatsoever, after the applicant has been
accepted as a Full Non-Voting Member or Full Voting Member
through ballot.

4.4.2 Full Voting Member:

4.4.2.1 Any Full Non-Voting Member who shall;

(i) have been a Full Non-Voting Member of the Club for a period not less
than 2 years;

(ii) have held a valid golf handicap recognized by the RCGC for a period
not less than 1 year immediately preceding the date of the applica-
tion;

(iii) have reached the age of 21 years of age;

a Full Voting Member of the club.

It shall be sufficient for any Full Voting Member of the Club to intro-
duce such Full Non-Voting Member to the Committee prior to ballot-
ing.

Such candidate for Full Voting Membership shall be balloted by the
Committee at its next General Committee Meeting.

At least 75% of the Committee Members resident in Sri Lanka must
vote in favour of the Full Non-Voting Member, in order to be elected
as a Full Voting Member. For purposes of this section “Resident in Sri
Lanka” shall mean any Committee Member who was in Sri Lanka at
the time ballot papers were issued for voting.

Any Full Non-Voting Member who is not elected owing to insufficien-
cy of votes shall not be eligible for further balloting for a period of
one (1) year.

The Ballot shall not be affected by Rule 12.6.2.

The Head of Administration shall minute all such applications so
rejected and the result of all ballots.

If a rejected Full Non-Voting Member applies for a Full Voting Mem-

bership again after the mandatory period of one (1) year, the result of
the previous ballot shall be noted.

Upon successfully being elected in terms of Rule 4.4.2.3 every Full
Voting Member shall be bound by the Rules of the RCGC and abide by
its Valued Traditions.

Annual Subscriptions and Quarterly Minimum Charge to Bar and
Catering Account

All subscriptions for Full Non-Voting Members and Full Voting Mem-
bers under each category, as determined by the members at a Gener-
al Meeting pursuant to Rule 3.3, shall be charged annually in advance
on or before the 31st of December each year. In the case of such new
Full Non-Voting or Full Voting Members joining midyear the relevant
subscription for the months remaining in the calendar year will be
payable with the application to join.

The Bar & Catering Account of members may be subject to a quarter-
ly charge. As per Rule 3.3 such charge shall be determined by the
members at a General Meeting from time to time and displayed on
the notice board in terms of Rule 21.8. All payments and charges set
out in Rule 3.3 and notice of such limited increase shall be forthwith
displayed on the notice board of the Club and be an Appendix to
these rules. This sum or part thereof shall be charged against the
Member’s account to the extent to which the amount charged for
the relevant period is not expended in Bar and/or Catering facilities
provided by the Club.

Senior Members

Senior Members are those persons who have been Full Voting Mem-
bers of the Club for a period of 15 years or more and have applied for
transfer from the category of Full Voting Members to Senior Mem-
bers upon reaching the age of 65 years in accordance with Rule 8.

The period, if any, of absence out of the Island of such a Full Voting
Member seeking to transfer to the category of a Senior Member
without payment of Subscription shall not be taken into account in
computing the aforesaid period of 15 years in order to qualify for the
category of “Senior Member”.

Senior Members shall pay an annual subscription as per Rule 3.3.

Honorary Members

The Committee may at its discretion invite distinguished persons to
become Honorary Members on such terms and conditions as they so
decide, including waiver / reduction / modifying Contributions to the
Accumulated Fund, Subscriptions and Green Fees.

The term of such Honorary Membership shall automatically cease at
the next AGM and at the sole discretion of the Committee such
Honorary Membership may be extended at each occasion until the
next ensuing AGM.

Honorary Members shall have the rights and privileges of members
except that they shall not have the power to vote at any meetings but
may be invited to attend any meeting of the club.

At a Committee meeting, the President shall propose and the Captain
shall second any proposal for Honorary Membership and such
proposal shall require a simple majority vote by the Committee.

The Captain of the RCGC shall then be authorized by the Committee
to send a letter of invitation to such distinguished persons to become
an Honorary Member specifying the terms and conditions and the
period of such Honorary Membership, which will commence from
the date of acceptance of the invitation.

There will be no requirement for such distinguished persons to be
balloted but on acceptance of the invitation, will be invited to meet
the Committee on a mutually convenient date and time. Unless
special arrangements are made, Honorary Members shall pay all Club
bills by an acceptable Credit Card or Cash where applicable.

There shall be two categories of Temporary Members.

I. Temporary Annual Members

A person who wishes to be a Temporary Annual Member may apply
to the Committee to be so admitted.

The Committee may at its discretion admit persons as Temporary
Annual Members at each instance under Rule 4.8.2 for a period not
exceeding one year from the date of such person being admitted as a
Temporary Annual Member.

At the time of applying for Temporary Membership, such person shall
pay in advance an “All Inclusive Annual Fee”, as determined by the
Committee from time to time and posted on the Club House notice
board in terms of Rule 21.8 and shall be an Appendix to these rules.
Such All Inclusive Annual Fee may differ for Sri Lankan Temporary
Members and Non-Sri Lankan Temporary Members. Temporary
members are not required to contribute to the Members’ Accumulat-
ed Fund.

After being accepted as a Temporary Annual Member, the All Inclu-
sive Annual Fee shall not be refunded in the event the Temporary
Annual Member terminates his annual membership before expiry of
the period for which he has paid in advance.

Sri Lankan Temporary Members shall not be permitted to enjoy
Temporary Membership for longer than one year from the date of
acceptance as a Temporary Member, subject however to Rule 4.8.8.

Subject to Rule 4.8.8, Sri Lankan Temporary Annual Members may
within 30 days of the expiration of the period of one year as stated in
Rule 4.8.3 above; either seek Full Non-Voting Membership of the
Club in terms of Rule 4.4 or shall cease to make use of the Course
and/or Club at the end of the period.

Provided however that where a Sri Lankan Temporary Annual
Member applies for membership as provided under Rule 4.8.7 and
there are no vacancies, such Sri Lankan Temporary Member may be
permitted by the Committee to continue to make use of the Course
and/or Club until the next election of Full Non-Voting Members
under Rule 4.4, provided such Sri Lankan Temporary Annual Member
pays 50% of the applicable All Inclusive Annual Fee (payable in
advance on quarterly basis), and shall be given priority when consid-
ering applications for Full Non-Voting Membership. However, if any

Sri Lankan Temporary Annual Member fails to succeed in his applica-
tion for Full Non-Voting Membership under Rule 4.4, any Temporary
Annual Membership granted under Rule 4.9 shall forthwith cease to
exist.

Any Non-Sri Lankan Temporary Member who wishes to extend his
temporary annual membership and continue to use the facilities of
the Club shall, at least 30 days prior to the expiry of his Temporary
Annual Membership, pay in advance the following year’s All Inclusive
Fee under Rule 4.8.4.

Non Sri Lankan Temporary Annual Members who have extended
their temporary annual membership for a period of three (3) consec-
utive years may apply to be elected as a Full Non-Voting Member
under Rules 4.4.1.7 to 4.4.1.21. Such applicant shall pay in advance a
concessionary contribution to the Members’ Accumulated Fund, as
determined by the Committee from time to time and posted on the
Club House notice board in terms of Rule 21.8 and shall be an Appen-
dix to these rules. If no vacancies for Full Non-Voting membership
exist at such time, such application shall be given priority for consid-
eration as a Full Non-Voting Member. Until such time that the appli-
cantis elected as a Full Non-Voting Member, temporary annual mem-
bership status may be extended by the Committee provided such
applicant pays 50% of the applicable All Inclusive Annual Fee as
determined by the Committee and displayed on the notice board
under Rule 4.8.4. However, such Temporary Annual Member who
fails to succeed his application for Full Non-Voting Membership
under Rule 4.4, any Temporary Annual Membership granted under
Rule 4.8.10 shall forthwith cease to exist. In such event, he/she may
re-apply for Temporary Annual Membership under Rule 4.8.2.
Temporary Green Fee Members

Subject to Rule 7.1, non-members wishing to play the course may be
permitted to do so upon the payment of a Green Fee in advance.

Payment of Green Fees will entitle such person to use both the Club
House facilities as well as play the Course.

Green Fees covering periods of one day, one week, two weeks and
one month shall from time to time be determined by the Committee
and displayed on the Notice Board of the Club in terms of Rule 21.8
and shall be an Appendix to these rules.

Temporary Green Fee Membership granted to such Non-Member of
RCGC upon payment of relevant Green Fee under Rule 4.8.11 shall at
the expiry of the duration of the respective period paid for, cease to
exist.

Temporary Members — Restrictions

The Committee has the right to determine the eligibility of Tempo-
rary Members to participate in the tournaments of the Club.

Temporary members shall have the full use of the facilities of the Club
but they shall not have the power to vote at any meeting nor have
any voice in the management of the Club.

Temporary members may not introduce guests to the Club unless
they have the prior approval of the Committee.

Temporary members shall not be entitled to credit facilities and shall
make all necessary payments to the Club by way of acceptable credit
cards or cash where permitted

a) In the event of a written complaint made to the Head of Adminis-
tration under Rule 9.1 against the conduct of any Temporary
Member, complaints handling procedure under Rule 09 shall
mutatis mutandis apply.

b) Notwithstanding any other provisions of Rule 09 or Rule 10, the
Committee may at their discretion and upon a resolution being
passed for that purpose with a 2/3 majority in favour at a meeting
where at least ten (10) Committee members were present, termi-
nate the Temporary Membership of such offending person from
the Club.

Duties of Sub Committees

Each Sub-Committee shall be responsible for the performance of

No sub-committee shall take any decisions or actions without
approval of the General Committee unless the General Committee
has given a clear mandate to the said sub-committee to meet
specific objectives under Rule 12.6.8.

The General Committee shall have power to make Bye-Laws for
the management of the Club. Provided however that such
Bye-Laws do not conflict or contravene with any Rule or the spirit
of the Rules.

In the event of any question or matter arising not provided for in
these Rules, the decision of the General Committee shall in every
case be final.

Audit of Accounts

Financial Year

The financial year of the Club shall be reckoned from 1st January
to 31st December.

Administration and Finance

There shall be a paid Head of Administration and a paid Head of

Finance, whose terms and conditions of engagement shall be
determined by the Committee.

Filling of Casual Vacancy in the Board of Trustees

Upon an Independent Trustee being removed or ceasing to be a
Trustee under the Rule 22.7, the vacancy arising thereat shall be
filled as a casual vacancy by the remaining Independent Trustees
and such vacancy shall be filled as a casual vacancy subject to Rule
22.8.3.

In the event of the remaining Independent Trustees being unable
to appoint a suitable Trustee within 7 days of such vacancy arising
under Rule 22.8.1 or in the event of there being no quorum for the
conduct of a meeting of the Board of Trustees, the remaining
Trustees or the Committee shall summon a Special General Meet-
ing (SGM) within 28 days of such vacancy arising to elect a suitable
Independent Trustee to fill such vacancy, subject however to Rule
22.8.4. In the event of summoning such SGM, the relevant provi-
sions under Rule 22 shall mutatis mutandis apply.

Notwithstanding any other contrary provisions under these Rules,
in the event that the vacancy arises within 45 days of the next
Annual General Meeting (AGM), it shall only be filled by election at
the AGM as provided for in Rules 22.2 and 22.3.

Code of Ethics for Independent Trustees

In the event of the "Interim Committee" which constitutes the
incumbent Independent Trustees of the Club, assuming all or any
responsibilities and obligations of such offices of the General
Committee under Rule 12.7.2 or any other Rule of the Club, Rules
13.1 to 13.17 shall, mutatis mutandis, apply and the incumbent
Independent Trustees shall subscribe to and accept and fully agree
to abide and be bound by these Rule containing the Code of Ethics.

Not less than 10 Voting Members of the Club may bring to the
notice of the Interim Committee of the Club in writing any viola-
tion(s) of the Code of ethics by a member or members of the
Independent Trustees.

Within 72 hours of receiving a substantiated complaint against any
member or members of the Interim Committee, the remaining
members of the Interim Committee shall provide the Independent
Trustee against whom a complaint has been filed with an opportu-
nity to resign with immediate effect from the Interim Committee
or the Interim Committee shall refer the matter to the General
Membership at a Special General Meeting (SGM) within 21 days
therefrom for further action.

Audit Committee

There shall be an Audit Committee comprising three (3) persons
who shall be elected to such Audit Committee by the Board of
Trustees (as morefully described in Rule 22.1.)

Subject to Rule 23.5 below, such persons so elected to the Audit
Committee shall remain in that Audit Committee for a period of
three (3) years, at the end of which the membership of the Audit
Committee will be subject to election by the Board of Trustees.

The Audit Committee shall be bound by the Code of Ethics for
Committee Members under Rule 13.

Audit Committee Duties

The duties of the Audit Committee shall include but not be limited
to the following:

Establishing an Audit Charter for the Club. Provided however that
such an Audit Charter shall take effect and be binding only upon
the approval thereof by the Members at a General Meeting. Such
Audit Charter shall be based upon the Sri Lanka Accounting and
Auditing Standards, subject to any specific requirements deemed
necessary by the Audit Committee.

Assisting the Committee in its preparation, presentation and
adequacy of disclosures in the financial statements of the Club, in
accordance with the relevant accounting standards and practice.

Oversee the Club’s internal financial control and risk management
processes including recommendation of Authorised Signatories on
the Club’s bank accounts and the mandates to be given in relation
thereto, as provided in Rule 19.1.

Liaise with and assist the external auditors of the Club, and make
recommendations to the Committee pertaining to the appoint-
ment, reappointment, removal, remuneration and terms of
engagement of such external auditor.

Discuss the financial statements of the Club with the external
auditor and advise the Committee in relation to the same.

Establish mechanisms for the confidential receipt, retention and
treatment of complaints alleging fraud and pertaining to account-
ing, internal controls or such other matters.

Report regularly to the Committee in relation to all activities to be
audited in terms of relevant Schedules and/or check lists incorpo-
rated in to these Rules by the Committee.

Removal / Resignation from the Audit Committee
A member of the Audit Committee may be removed if he:

is declared by a court of law to be insane; or

is incapacitated or incapable of carrying out his normal duties and
activities; or

is declared a bankrupt; or

is found guilty by a court of law for any offence which is punishable
by a term of imprisonment; or

dies or resigns from the Audit Committee; or

is removed from the Audit Committee by a resolution of the
majority of the members of the Club either at an Annual General
Meeting or at a Special General Meeting; or

if he is found to be in violation of the Code of Ethics for Committee
members as set out in Rule 13.

Audit Committee Vacancy

Where there is such a vacancy in the membership of the Audit
Committee, the Board of Trustees may appoint a person to fill such
vacancy.
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
